Drain 
connection is 1" OD tubing.  The cap connection tube 
to steamer is provided, as well as an 8' drain tube 
that can be cut to length in the field.  Local plumbing 
and ventilation requirements do apply and should be 
consulted prior to installation for approval.  Depending 
on the application, condensation may drain to a floor 
drain or to a separate container.
